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Dr Manish Arora is a senior PhD
postgraduate candidate in our Oral
Pathology Unit. Prior to commencing his
PhD, he spent his childhood in the
Middle East; graduated in dentistry from
Kuvempu University in Karnataka, India
in 1997; and in 1999, arrived in Australia
to undertake postgraduate studies at the
University of Wollongong where he
attained his Masters in Public Health in
2001. Manish was awarded an
International Postgraduate Research
Scholarship and we were lucky enough
to have him undertake his doctoral
candidature in the Oral Pathology Unit

Manish's research project centers on the
estimation of lead (Pb) in dental hard
tissues - the overall aim is bio-
monitoring of Pb exposure in children
living in "at-risk" Australian
communities.

We have been asking these questions for
years and now some of the answers are being revealed in a multi-part series of articles from Professor Ali
Darendeliler'sdepartment at the University of Sydney. After reviewing these three, I have the feeling that more
findings are on the way from this scholarly department located so far away".

The Monitor Practice Program
Is non- invasive management of dent al caries a cost-effective solution?

A multi-centred, clustered randomized controlled trial.

It is a stated aim of the Oral Health Foundation (OHF) that the faculty and the profession should be brought together in a mutual
understanding of, and empathy for, the common goal of making Dentistry better in NSW. To that end, the Foundation is currently
supporting research, which will explore whether preventive dentistry is cost-effective in private practice. A recent systematic
review of dental caries prevention concluded 'there is presently no proof, in published economic evaluations of the cost-
effectiveness of caries-preventive measures'. The authors noted the main source of the heterogeneity of the results to be a lack of
methodologically sound studies.
Progress to date
Ethics approval for the project was granted in December 2004. We have applied for a 3-year NHMRC project grant to commence
in 2006, which will augment the current OHF support. The result of that application will be known in August 2005.
The research group is collaborating with the School of Public Health (University of Sydney) and the NHMRC Clinical Trial
Centre, who will assist in the Health Economic and Methodological/Biostatistical aspects of the trial respectively.
Recruitment is now underway, facilitated by a series of information inserts in the ADA newsletter over the next three issues
(kindly supported by the ADA NSW Branch) and contact with divisional representatives within the state. We intend to travel to
various branch locations, on request, in order to convey a PowerPoint presentation and facilitate a forum within the local dental
community, which we hope will encourage the involvement of some of the local practices. 
The research group was invited to present to the Central Coast Branch of the ADA on Tuesday 8th February. The presentation was
well received and there followed a very fruitful discussion on some of the perceived issues/problems associated with instituting
such a program in private practice. As a result, some minor changes to the methodology are planned, underlining the need to
involve the dentists themselves where possible in the design of the trial. Thanks must go to Dr Michael Sullivan
The Research Team is: From Faculty of Dentistry,  A/Professor Wendell Evans, Professor Eli Schwarz, Dr Bradley Curtis.

Current Research in the Faculty



Two Faculty staff, Russell Lain and
William Saunderson have been providing
forensic odontological expertise in the
official Australian Government  response
to the Asian Tsunami. In addition, two
dentists from private practice in NSW
were part of the team. They were Dr.
Pamela Gower and Dr. Veronica Lambert.
Dr. Russell Lain, Staff Specialist in
Forensic Odontology, has just returned
from his second deployment to Phuket.
With David Griffiths from Canberra as
Dental Team Leader, Russell travelled to
Thailand on the 28th of December last
year as part of the Australian Federal
Police Assessment Team.  The team
surveyed the situation and, together with
state police, Thai authorities and
volunteers, constructed a temporary
mortuary.  Within four days, the mortuary
was functioning and teams from many
nations under Australian leadership were
carrying out post mortem examinations
according to international protocols as part
of the Disaster Victim Identification (DVI)
process. 

Dr. Lain had worked on both the ante
mortem and post mortem phases of the
response to the Bali bombings so he had
extensive experience of the particular
issues involving DVI work offshore. He
took over as Dental Team Leader when
David Griffiths returned to Australia.  He
was joined by Dr. William Saunderson,
Prosthodontist at the Sydney Dental
Hospital. Dr. Saunderson was involved
in protocol development and  assisting
the programmers to refine the program
selected to input all ante mortem and
post-mortem  data, then  search for
matches to suggest a reconciliation and
possible identification.
Dr. Lain's second deployment saw him
working at the Thai Tsunami Victim
Identification - Information Management
Centre (TTVI-IMC). This reflects the
expected shift in activity from post
mortem to information management.   
The  opportunity to work alongside
skilled police officers and DVI experts
from all nations, supported by Thai
colleagues, has been a valuable

experience and enables them to  focus on
the task- returning the unfortunate victims
of this catastrophe to their families.

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Emeritus Professor John Sutherland Lyell, third Dean of the Faculty of Dentistry, Vice President of the
Australian College of Dental Surgeons, and former President of the Dental Alumni Society of the
University of Sydney has died at the age of 82.

He was awarded "The Meritorious Service Award" of the
College in 1994
Professor Lyell was an excellent and dedicated teacher, and an outstanding administrator.  He set a
wonderful example for younger academics. 
It was a privilege and a pleasure to have been able to work with this man, who cherished his role in the
University of Sydney.
